BTCA Banner

The BTCA has had made a heavy vinyl 3’ x 7’ banner with grommets suitable for interior
or exterior use with a BTCA logo and the wording “The Border Terrier - A Terrier that can
do it all”

This banner is available for use by BTCA member clubs and/or members for use
including, but not limited to:

The AKC Agility Invitational, Terrier Only Performance Summit (TOPS) event in
Colorado, the agility/obedience/rally/earthdog/conformation events at the Montgomery
County Kennel Club, Great Western events, the National Specialty, etc.

Instructions for reserving and shipping banner:

1. Regional Clubs or Members should reserve the banner at least 1 month before
the event. The event must be indicated in the request. There should be a
significant entry of Border Terriers entered at said event. Should two Regional
Clubs or Members request the banner for the same weekend, the first request
will be honored.

2. The banner will be shipped to the contact person at least 2 weeks before the
event. Shipping will be paid by the BTCA. The banner will not be shipped to a
postal box; a regular street address must be given before the banner is shipped.
3. The banner is to be returned within 2 weeks after the event to the BTCA
contact person. The regional club requesting it will pay return shipping of the
banner. Should a member, or group of members, request the use of the banner,
return shipping will be paid by the BTCA.

4. Reimbursement. The BTCA contact person will be reimbursed for each
shipment, or annually, depending on the needs of the contact person. Receipts
must be turned into the treasurer for reimbursement.
